   Our Acts 16:5 vision team 
continues to meet 
regularly to pray and 
discuss dynamic and  
transformational change 
for our church.  Remember 
the scripture verse that 
guides these discussions from Acts 16:5 ñSo the 
churches were strengthened in the faith and 
increased in numbers daily.ò 

Currently our team is reading a book together 
called ñTransform your Church with Ministry 
Teams.ò  The concept of ministry teams is that, 
as the body of Christ, the church needs to be 
more than just a bunch of committees doing the 
work of the church.  Instead, we want to explore 
transforming our committees into ñministry 
teams.ò  These teams would continue to do the 
tasks necessary for the church to operate.  But in 
addition, each ministry team would also become 
a small group: studying the scriptures together, 
talking about faith, and praying for one another.  
These ministry teams will become an important 
part of each memberôs life and together we will 
grow in our walk with Jesus.  

Another element of our Acts 16:5 vision is 
empowering each other for ministry.  Instead of 
relying on the leadership of our church (the 
pastor and the Session) to generate all the new 
ideas, every member is invited to pray and think 
about what God might be wanting to do in this 
church (and in you!), then begin a ministry team 
by inviting others to join you in this new vision.  
For example, Sonya Swatsley has been led to 
small group ministry at Kolob Care Center.  She 
will be beginning a Bible Study there this fall.  
And Shari Hughes is praying about a new 
intercessory prayer group to begin later in 
September.  Do you have an idea for ministry 
here or in the community?  Letôs talk!  Iôd love to 
hear what God has placed on your heart.  And 
letôs create some new teams that will not only 
accomplish tasks together, but will also get to 
know each other and grow as disciples of Christ.
